King David understood the absolute importance of personal cleansing in transforming one’s life.  His Psalm 51 stands in scripture as being one of the most poignant and heartfelt examples of true personal redemption.

So, what does this mean for us as Messianic Believers?

It means that as Messianic Believers we are expected to have our inner lives transformed into the likeness of Yeshua.  While adherence to both the Old and New Covenants – particularly in recognizing and following the Jewish feasts and festivals – is important, it is no substitute for having experienced a personal revelation as to the divine nature of the Son of God, and what this brings about in our personal lives.
While we are all familiar with Romans 9-11 as to what Jewish salvation means for reconciling and bringing Messianic peace to the nations, there is no mention of personal sanctification in these chapters.

In sharing the love of Yeshua with our Jewish brothers and sisters, we must not lose sight of this important aspect.  While we must show the Jewish people how the Old and New Covenants combine to present a complete picture of who the Messiah is, it is personal sanctification in Him that will 
transform the Jewish people – and, yes, the church – in the days leading up to His return.

Here at the IMJA, we are committed to embracing both the Old and New Covenants and that both together give full expression to the message of personal redemption.
It is this message that we are compelled to experience personally            and to lovingly share with existing Messianic Jewish ministries and congregations, the Christian church, and with Jewish men and women.

All Jewish and non-Jewish Believers in Messiah Yeshua need to experience the grace of ADONAI that truly comes from knowing His fullness within.  To that end the IMJA strives to make this simple, yet overpowering, truth known.  
It is my deepest hope that you have experienced this liberating truth in your own personal life, and that you desire to see this message shared with many others.
